It attracts both women and men and is normally


used in oil form. Its association with the element of Earth is what gives Patchouli its grounding properties. Patchouli is often


found in blends involving money, sex and physical energy. 





Tantrics annoint their cheeks and breasts with Patchouli. It also wards off negativity and evil, gives peace of mind, and is very


sensual. The light scent of patchouli is sensual, but in concentrated essential oils, it can sometimes be overwhelming. Grounding


is good, but being stuck in the mud is too much. Be conscious of the amount of patchouli you use. A little of the essential oil


goes a very long way.
